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Introduction.

×In 2004 the EA conducted  a fish monitoring programme of 
the River Medway catchment. 

×The Medway catchment is the largest river catchment in 
Kent and covers 1780Km2. 

×The River Medway rises as a spring in the Ashdown Forest 
above East Grinstead and flows northeast towards 
Penshurst, where it is joined by the River Eden that rises 
above Oxted. 

×The Medway is then further joined by the rivers Bourne, 
Teise and Beult as it flows across the Vale of Kent before 
reaching its tidal limit at Allington Lock in Maidstone.
